VINEYARD NOTESThe 2018 harvest was a record-breaking year for
grape growing in Sonoma County and provided Bricoleur Vineyards with amazing
Alexander Valley Zinfandel. The fruit comes from the slumnng Demostene
Vineyards site, home 1o some of Alexander Valley’s finest wines. The growing
season’s warm days and cool nights provided ideal conditions allowi ing the grapes
to develop rich, complex flavors late into the season. The fruit was picked at the
optimum Brix level on the night of September 23rd, a full three weeks later than
the 2017 harvest.

WINEMAKER’S NOTES This vintage of 100% Zinfandel was carefully

selected and night harvested when the fruit reached the right sugar and acidity
levels to craft an elegant style of Zinfandel. The fruit was destemmed and placed
in an open top lank to cold soak for two days. The juice was pumped over twice
daily during fermentation to achieve genlle color and aroma extraction. After
fermentation the grapes were pressed and the wine barreled in 10% new French
Oak and go% neutral French Oak for 17 months. The barrels were lees stirred to
bring body and complexity to the wine. The Zinfandel was bottled on February
a4th, 2020.

TASTING NOTES This 2018 Alexander Valley Zinfandel is the second
release from Bricoleur Vineyards. The wine is dark ruby in color with aromas of
boysenberry, fine spice, and chocolate. The palate is perfectly balanced with flavors
of black currant and a plush mouthfeel that offers a smooth finish. Ready to drink
now, making a lovely pairing with anything charred from the grill, the wine will
also age gracefully, continuing to dev elop complexily for years to come.
